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OBJECTIVES: 


Students will describe the process of mitosis.


Students will use an Internet based site to inquire into the process of mitosis.


Students will use an online video and slides to inquire into the process of mitosis.


Students will follow written instructions to go through the lesson and complete a worksheet.








RESOURCES/MATERIALS: 


This lesson requires 15 computers with Internet access. However, it is quite plausible that the lesson can be modified and that students could utilize a smaller number of machines. An alternative to teaching this lesson would be to use a projector to display the online material.

ACTIVITIES: 





 1.	Have students review Mitosis vocabulary terms – Cell, Cell Division, Chromosome, DNA, and Mitosis


	


Have the students visit the following website –

Have students take notes on the first two pages of the website.





On the third page of the site, there are 3 links. Have the students visit and take notes on the links “Mitosis Made Easy” and “The Cell Cycle”. Also have the students watch the movie from the link “Mitosis Movie”.





Again, on the 3rd page of the site, have the students click on “Photos Showing Mitosis in Plants and Animals”. Ask the students to observe the stages of mitosis on this web page.





Have students log-off from the computers and complete the worksheet “Division To Multiply WWW Worksheet”. This should be printed and photocopied for the students beforehand.





To finish the lesson, a class discussion will take place questioning the students on – What is mitosis? What is the purpose of mitosis? What are the phases of mitosis?





ASSESSMENT/FOLLOW-UP: 


The teacher will check the completed worksheet.


The teacher will check student comprehension through the class discussion at the end of the lesson.


Later in the unit, students will compare the processes of mitosis and meiosis. 





REFLECTION:


It was discovered through the first class that the Quicktime video was needed to properly view the online videos. It is important to check the technical requirements beforehand. The following classes were able to view the video.





The students enjoyed the animations provided by the website and the photos on mitosis were clear and allowed students to compare plant versus animal cells.





The videos and photos would not have been possible without the use of technology. The website allowed students to observe this on an individual level.
